Itinerary 
 
Day 1 – September 9 – Seattle to Beijing, China 
 
Depart from Seattle at 12:00 p.m. via Korean Airline or Northwest (TBD).  
 
Day 2 – September 10 – Beijing 
 
Arrive in Beijing at 9:00 a.m. Check into the Best Western Hotel. 
Beijing is the capital of modern China also served as the capital for five Dynasties for over a 
period of 800 years with each Emperor identified as a dragon sent from Heaven.  
 
Day 3 – September 11 – Beijing 
 
Begin your city tour with a visit to the Tienanmen Square then the Imperial Palace. This 
complex, the largest Imperial Palace ever built in the world, and features more than 800 
buildings over 9,000 rooms, resplendent golden-glazed roofs, red-lacquered pillars and 
vermilion walls.  After the Imperical Palace visit you will enjoy lunch at Fangshan, which 
provides famous Imperial Cuisine.  After lunch, visit Bai Hai Park and the Temple of Heaven 
where the Ming and Qing emperors prayed to heaven for a good harvest.  (This is a very 
special temple with very strong Yang energy.  People doing Taichi or Qigong here can feel 
their body literally floating).  Evening features special Dai cuisine while you enjoy the ethnic 
singing and dancing performance of Dai Minority. 
 
Day 4 – September 12 – Beijing 
 
 Here is your chance to climb the Great Wall of China!  This wonder of the world, built 2600 
years ago, was the only man-made structure seen by the naked eye of US astronaut Neil 
Armstrong from outer space.  Later visit the Ming tombs, the burial place of thirteen emperors 
and their family of the Ming dynasty.  (This provides a good case study for feng shui 
students).  Tonight’s special dinner gives you a real taste of the Peking Duck.  
 
Day 5 – September 13 – Beijing 
 
Begin your city tour with a visit to the Summer Palace, which built in the classical Chinese 
style in 1750 as a royal recreational resort.  Among its famous features are the 700-meter long 
corridors with its wonderful painted Gallery, the marble Barge, and several magnificently 
painted pavilions and pagodas.  After lunch we will visit the White Cloud Temple.  This is the 
most authoritative temple in the Taoist religion in China.  In the evening, the lineage holder of 
the Dragon School, the most orthodox  Taoist inner alchemy tradition, Master Xu ( a good 
friend of Dr. Hsu) will lectures on the traditional Taoist energy and inner cultivating secrets. 
 
 
Day 6 – September 14 – Beijing to Xian 
 
Xian, the cradle of Chinese civilization, was the state capital of 73 emperors spanning 11 
dynasties during 1100 years dating from 4,000 BC.  In the morning you will visit the Huaqing 



Hot Springs, also known as the site for the famous Xian Incident, then you will visit a wonder 
of the ancient world-the Terra Cotta Warriors.  Concealed under earth, those thousands of 
life-size clay warriors, horses and chariouts, as one part of the tomb of Emperor Qingshihuang, 
were accidentally discovered by a farmer while he was digging out a well.  You will also see 
some archaeologists still working on site to uncover the rest part of the vast tomb complex of 
Emperor Qinshihuang, the first emperor in Chinese history, and also the initiator of the Great 
Wall.  For dinner, feast on numerous varieties of dumplings. 
 
Day 7 – September 15 – Xian to Guilin 
 
In the morning you will visit the Wild Goose Pagoda and the Ancient City Walls.  In the 
afternoon you fly from Xian to Guilin.  Guilin, a southwest city famous for its splendid 
natural scenery, The Reed Flute cave, with another beautiful name as “The Art Palace of 
Nature,” features fantastic natural stalactite and stalagmite formations.  Another magnificent 
view you will see is Elephant Trunk Hill.  This evening you will be entertained with a ballet 
and acrobat performance. 
 
Day 8 – September 16 – Guilin 
 
While cruising down the Li River, you will be entering a real life gallery.  You will see the 
local fisherman use trained cormorants to catch fish, or a herd of water buffalo grazing on the 
riverbank.  You will pass along the picturesque riverbank and see the limestone hill vistas.  As 
a special treat, if you have a CD player with you, Dr. Hsu will provide you with a special Blue 
Mountain meditation CD.  Listening to this music while you enjoy the scenery is a heavenly 
experience.  Disembark at Yangshou to experience a colorful local market.  In evening you 
will enjoy the special local cuisine.  After dinner, we will get together to discuss what we 
have seen and experienced from the yin-yang perspective. 
 
Day 9 – September 17 – Guilin to Hangzhou 
 
Taking morning flight from Guilin to Hangzhou, you will know why Hangzhou is praised 
along with Suzhou as “paradise on earth’.  The day’s activities begin with a visit to a classical 
Chinese garden.  After lunch visit the centuries old Lingyin (Spirit’s Retreat) Temple where 
houses an 82 feet Buddha carved from camphor wood.  Stay overnight in the (Five-Star) 
Howard Johnson Hotel. 
 
Day 10 – September 18 – Hangzhou 
 
The day’s activities begin with a cruise on the beautiful West Lake with stops at a typical tea 
house and jewel-like pagodas.  One of today’s highlights features a visit to a tea farm where 
you will learn the tea making process. 
 
Day 11 – September 19 – Hangzhou 
 
Today we will see the countryside of Hangzhou and take a relaxing and leisure walk through 
the beautiful bamboo forest where some scenes of the movie Crouching Tiger Hidden Dragon 
were filmed.  There will be some free time afterward for individual do shopping, wandering in 
the city, or visit more scenic spot. 



 
Day 12 – September 20 – Hangzhou to Shanghai 
 
Travel by coach to Shanghai.  Shanghai is the largest commercial and financial center of 
China with a population of 16 million.  Sightseeing includes the Old Town, a finely designed 
maze of elegant pavilion and ponds in the old part of city.  Visit Shanghai Museum, one of the 
largest museums in China.  Afterwards, ascend the Tower of East Pearl (Asia’s Highest) in 
newly developed Pudong. 
 
Day 13 – September 21 – Shanghai 
 
Today is the last opportunity for shopping and a time of free activity!  You can stroll along 
the Bund, China’s most famous waterfront stretching about one mile along the Huangpu River, 
or explore the famous Nanjing Road, the busiest of shopping areas.  Dr. Hsu will try to 
arrange a special banquet in a tea restaurant where you can enjoy Chinese delicacies prepared 
and complimented with a variety of tea flavors and seasonings. 
 
Day 14 – September 22 – Shanghai to Seattle  
 
End of happy journey and continued happy living! 
 
Master Hsu will give a short talk in the morning to provide guidance for the daily events. 
The sight seeing schedule may be adjusted by group consensus, or in special  
circumstances.
